3. Please draw the ELEVATION as per detail #6. Write all notes & all dimensions & draw everything exactly as shown in the scan “Detail-6”.  Use 1/4” settings for text & dimensions.  Refer to reference elevation for layers & 1/4” settings.  
4. Please draw the SECTION as per detail #7. Write all notes & all dimensions & draw everything exactly as shown in the scan “Detail-7”.  Use 3/4” settings for text & dimensions.  Refer to reference section for layers & 3/4” settings.
5. When you draw your elevation, please take all horizontal dimensions from the plan & take all vertical heights from the written dimensions in the section detail (scan #7).
